Chapter must also submit: ] Copy of letter notifying brother of intention to take vote to strike
him from the roll (“10 days before vote is taken™)

L] Copy of minutes showing 2/3 vote resulting in the member’s
expulsion.

] Copy of certified letter informing brother of expulsion including
Certified Mail receipt.

] Any other pertinent documentation.

Revocation of membership is a very serious matter that is not taken lightly and the individual in question does
have one year to appeal his case to the Grand Council. The documentation you provide is immensely
essential for this and for the purposes of our records.
